Approval of Agenda

Consent Calendar

A couple minor items were in question about the Professional Development Report: item V. should read as Mark Wade Lieu, and item VII. 8I should be deleted.

Motion was made to approve Consent Calendar with minor changes to the Professional Development Report.

Fiscal Report
Jonathan Lightman

Lightman reported on the cash shortfall to date, partially due to Santa Monica not paying the increased dues rate.  He commended Silvia for keeping the conference under budget.

Branding the Education Institute
Silvia Farias
Program Director Farias reported on several logo designs for the Education Institute.  Straw poll results:  EI in center – 10; FACCC EI underneath – 6;  EI on the end – 0.

Discussion prior to a final vote on a design included comments to the effect that the EI in the middle seems to be cluttered but has its own identity while the EI underneath is boring but classy.

The final vote supported the “EI in the middle” design: EI in middle – 8; EI underneath – 7

Professional Development Activities
Lisa Gunderson

Gunderson asked that board members be sure that they know who all conference sponsors are and that they introduce themselves to the sponsors.  She advised that if board members want to contact sponsors on an individual basis, they are to notify Jonathan or Silvia that they are doing so.  She also reported that the Professional Development Committee established a calendar for the next two years.

The committee recommends that FACCC take the lead to hold a diversity conference.

Motion to approve having the Professional Development Committee proceed with developing a proposal for a diversity conference and report back to the Board.


M/S – Hansen/McDowell – passed unanimously.

Hewitt commended the committee for this project.

The committee also recommends holding a part-time symposium.  This would be a one day workshop held in 2008-09 with CPFA as a potential partner.

It was suggested, instead, that FACCC hold a north and south workshop.  Questions were raised with respect to uncertainty about the new conference structure and how these additional events would interact with the conference.

Motion was made to extend the meeting for 10 minutes.


Passed unanimously.

The committee supports a part-time symposium in light of the significant response to FACCC’s current part-time workshops.  The symposium would be scheduled in addition to the conference, opposite CPFA’s meeting schedule. The committee plans to work with the part-time committee on this idea.

Motion to approve having the Professional Development Committee explore the possibility of a part-time symposium.

Motion was made to extend 10 minutes.


Passed unanimously.

It was noted that the LA Guild/FACCC Benefits Conference has been scheduled for April 25, 2008.

Gunderson discussed the committee’s first draft of a FACCC Conference/Lobby Day schedule.  It will begin on Sunday in early afternoon and consist of several workshops.  Legislative speakers could be invited for Sunday evening and followed by an awards ceremony.  Monday morning would include breakfast and training followed by more awards and keynote speaker at lunch.  Lobbying would occur Monday afternoon.

It was requested that the two year calendar be put on the FACCC web site.
