Resolution of Endorsement for the Community College Governance, Funding Stabilization, and Student Fee Reduction Act

Whereas, the California Legislature has declared,

“The Legislature is committed to an alternative vision in which California remains a place of opportunity and hope--where innovation and creativity mark our economy and our culture, and where the minds and spirits of all our communities contribute to our common future. The community colleges will be at the heart of whatever effort we make to insure that the future is equitable and open, that California's economy remains healthy and growing, and that both rural towns and rapidly expanding urban centers have educational resources close at hand.”  AB1725 – 1988, and

Whereas, a proposed ballot initiative known as the Community College Governance, Funding Stabilization, and Student Fee Reduction Act has qualified for the February 5, 2008 ballot; and,

Whereas, the proposed community college initiative will move toward restoring California’s historical and current public policy promise made to all of its citizens for open access to an affordable quality post secondary education by reducing and reducing the community college student fee (tax) rate to $15 per credit unit while also restricting the amount and probability of any future fee increases; and

Whereas, the proposed community college initiative will strengthen California’s economy by assuring that local community colleges have the predictable and stable funding necessary for local workforce training and development through career focused transfer, vocational, and technical education programs; and

Whereas, the proposed community college initiative will assure that a constitutionally recognized system of locally elected and accountable community college district governing boards, through the coordinated efforts of a state level governance system, can effectively participate in California’s political process on a more equitable basis with the other public education segments. 

Therefore be it resolved, that [your organization] endorses the proposed community college initiative on file as the “Community College Governance, Funding Stabilization, and Student Fee Reduction Act;” and
